	CALL TO ORDER
	Mrs. Erler called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Mrs. Erler advised that the Board of Selectmen voted to no longer have a Selectman serve on the ZBA and that the Selectmen appointed Mr. Tierney as a regular member.  



	CORRESPONDENCE
	Mrs. Erler reminded the members that this was a continuation of the hearing held on May 1, 2013.  She advised that the Selectmen’s Office received a letter dated May 8, 2013, from the law office of Normandin, Cheney, & O’Neil, who are representing the Rossis on their application.  The letter requests postponement of this meeting until June 5, 2013.  


	Continuation of PUBLIC HEARING 

Paul Rossi, 322 NH Route 104, Tax Map R-11, Lot 10,  for a Variance,  Article IV, Section C.4.ii, of the New Hampton Zoning Ordinance

	Onorio and Paul Rossi were present.
Mrs. Erler advised that the ZBA granted a Motion for Rehearing on May 1, 2013 for this Public Hearing to reconsider the application submitted by Paul Rossi.  The applicant’s proposal is to use 6,000 sq. ft. of outside area for the display of used autos.   The used auto sales business will utilize 660 square ft. of space within the existing structure.  The applicant is proposing that the outdoor area to be used for business purposes (6,000 sq. ft.)  will exceed the 10% limit of the gross floor area of the primary structure.
Mrs. Vose advised that abutters were notified and none were heard from.
Mr. Tierney advised that he was recusing himself from this hearing.

Mrs. Erler appointed Mr. Smith to vote in place of Mr. Mr. Tierney.
Mrs. Erler advised that the board needs to decide whether to grant a rescheduling of this hearing.  Mr. Hofling made a motion, seconded by Mr. Frazier to continue the hearing to June 5, 2013 at 7:00 pm, in the upstairs meeting room of the Town Office.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Hoflin made a motion, seconded by Mr. Frazier, to nominate Mr. Orvis as Clerk.  Vote passed. 



	OTHER BUSINESS
	Mrs. Lucas advised the board that legal counsel has been engaged for the board to discuss procedures for the upcoming Rossi rehearing.  A meeting will be scheduled with this attorney, some time prior to the June 5th meeting.  He will also be present at the rehearing so the board would have an opportunity to seek his guidance if needed.  Mrs. Lucas advised that the town’s attorney, on behalf of the Selectmen, who requested the rehearing, and the Rossi’s lawyer, will also be present that night.
Mrs. Lucas asked what amount of time the ZBA would like for meeting with their attorney, Mark Puffer.  It was the consensus of the board to allow for 2 hours.
There was discussion as to whether or not to hold this meeting with counsel on the same day as the hearing, or prior.  Mrs. Lucas advised it would likely be based on the attorney’s availability.
