PSNH to Perform Tree Trimming on Designated 
Scenic Roads 

The Planning Board will hold a Public Hearing on Tuesday, July 31st at 7 PM, in 
accordance with RSA 231:158, based on a proposal by Public Service of NH to perform 
tree trimming and removal of trees and brush adjacent to and beneath some of its power 
lines within the Town of New Hampton, Some of the work is planned along Pinnacle Hill 
Road and Ridge Road, which were designated Scenic Roads. This work is scheduled to 
begin in August. The work will take the remainder of the year to complete.
