Wildfire Season Comes Early

Due to a relatively snow-free winter combined with abnormally warm temperatures, New Hampshire is already seeing elevated wildfire danger across a large part of the Granite State’s woodlands, almost a month before normal.  The State of NH has predicted the fire danger for today a Statewide Class 4, which is in effect from 11am to 8pm for all but Coos and Cheshire Counties. 

It is also being recommended that permits NOT be issued today.
Class 4means: VERY HIGH Fires start easily from all causes. Fires spread and increase in intensity rapidly. Spot fires occur. Fires will burn deep, except in the spring.
