Historic Homes of Main Street 
A Walking Tour

The New Hampton Historical Society has developed a walking tour scheduled for 
Saturday, June 1, from 1 to 4 pm, of the historic homes of Main Street. Two structures 
along the route have been designated on the National Register of Historic Places. 
Several generous homeowners will open their homes for a rare look at interiors.  
  
The Society, volunteers, friends, and residents of Main Street have been working over 
the past several months to gather historical information about these homes, such as the 
names of the original owners and the roles they played in the history of New Hampton.  
  
The self-guided tour begins at the Gordon-Nash library located at 69 Main Street and 
provides ticket holders with a map and guidebook about the historic and architecturally 
interesting homes found on Main Street.
